Commissioner Candrian made the motion to approve the auditor’s certification of the amount and validity of the signatures of the initiative petition for an amendment to the existing municipal City of Killdeer sales tax ordinance in effect as Ordinance No. 35-011, in which the High Plains Cultural Center would receive a dedicated 0.5% sales tax for operations.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Praus.  All voted aye on a roll call vote.  M/C 

Commissioner Praus made the motion to have the proposed ordinance amendment, in which the High Plains Cultural Center would receive a 0.5% sales tax starting January 1, 2019 until ending 2025, where a vote for amendment to ordinance would be once again required, to be included on June 12, 2018 election ballot and voted upon by the residents of Killdeer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Candrian.  All voted aye on a roll call vote.  M/C
