Commissioner Praus made the motion to not approve the 2% COLA increase to employee salaries appropriated in the 2019 Budget and freeze employee wages, seconded by Commissioner Summerfield.  All voted aye on a roll call vote.  M/C

Police Chief Braathen discussed with the commission the potential of trading in a squad car for the new squad car approved for the 2019 Budget.  Commissioner Candrian made the motion to approve trading in the squad car towards the new squad car, seconded by Commissioner Rohr.  All voted aye on a roll call vote.  M/C

Commissioner Rohr made the motion to approve changing the yield sign on the corner of 5th Ave and Adams Dr. to a stop sign, seconded by Commissioner Summerfield.  All voted aye on a roll call vote.  M/C
